Aim 
to explore sexism in the media today? Is sexism a thing of the past or does it still exist today? By exploring past media and present media from magazines to advertisements a clear picture will be obtained about sexism in our world and how it affects us.

What you need. 


Adverts/ magazines (some adverts can be downloaded from our website….)


Flip chart 


Pens 


Begin by asking the group how they think the media portray women? 


Depending on the group dynamics several approaches could be taken.

a. Split them into smaller groups to discuss and jot ideas down on flip chart paper.(mind map etc)

b. Discuss as a whole group shouting ideas out and jotting down on flip chart.

Once a clear picture is obtained of what the group thinks show the adverts.

a. Gain feed back. Smaller groups or one big one.

Set the task how should the media portray women. 

1.Get the group to create their own advert remembering to think about differences. 

Present back there adverts. 

For example could do an advert for: army, fire service, office job, nursery nurse, mechanic and doctor.

2. Create collage from magazines showing women portrayed in a sexist way and in a non-sexist way.
