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Feminist Webs Launch

The Feminist Webs National Launch was held on March 2nd at the Women’s Library in London. There were presentations from key speakers and a show-case of the regional archive of young women and girls work. There were a range of exciting workshops offered giving the opportunity for the young women and professionals to discuss vital current issues such as ‘know your bits’ and ‘peer pressure’.
There was a great turn out with over 80 guests including representatives from all over the UK including from the Womens Commission, YWCA, Girl Guiding and many local authority girls’ groups, who came to celebrate the success of the initiative.
Inspiring women spoke to empower the other young women and to equip them with the tools to empower themselves and participate more fully in society and their own lives. The talks were followed by the premiere of ‘More Than a Face,’ an animation about body image, created by over 140 young women across the North West, to promote positive body image and attitudes amongst young women.
Body image is an aspect of life that sadly affects the majority of young women. Through the animation, Feminist Webs looks at problems surrounding the unreasonable pressures from the media to be skinny, glamorous and submissive. 
The young women that created the film put emphasis on these messages; love your self, be assertive, be unique, appreciate your self, be aware of your natural beauty, defeat the pressure and be proud of who you are.
The launch also show-cased the North West regional body image banner which was made by girl groups from Halton, Tameside, Moston, Stockport, Lancashire and Wigan. The impressive art work expresses the needs and wants from young women today who are constantly faced with unconstructive influences from wider society. 
The day also saw the launch of the national resource booklet ‘post feminist’, a collection of postcards created by young woman from across the country highlighting ‘what young women want and need today’ unfolding their goals and aims for the future. 
Feminist Webs helps young women to grow stronger and be more assertive.
